MICROSCOPIC VIEW OF NEMATODES 
Juvenile microscopic beneficial nematodes live in 
the soil and·bore holes. they slither down through 
the earth in search of food. They enjoy eating fire 
ants, fleas, and white grubs. They enter their prey 
through any body opening of the insect pest and 
begin to eat the insect from the inside. Because 
they are soil-dwelling, they are able to reach the 
queens deep in the earth. The nematodes transform 
into the adults shown left. The adults then produce 
more beneficial juveniles to attack the insect pests. 
In addition, they also eat the fire ant eggs. 
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
