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***Feb. 15-March 31 
*Apply [powdered] Com Gluten Meal at 20 lbs per 1000 sq feet to 
your lawn and bed area to control broad leaf weeds­

*Trim back evergreen shrubs that are not Spring only bloomers --if 
they need it to make them bushy. Cut them back about 6"-18" to just 
above a node. H they are real overgrown you may take most shrubs 
back by half-as long as you do this between Feb. 15- March 31st (this 
is called radical pruning and is done only when shrubs have gotten 
very much out of hand) Always make your final cut on each branch 
just above a node. 
*Cut back roses that are repeat bloomers by V2-remove 2-3 old GIlleS 
on climbers-cut 3 year canes to the ground 

*Clean up any evergreen perennials if they need it [ only cut back if 
damaged.] Lenten Rose, Holly Ferns, Cast iron Plants, Thyme... etc. 

*Cut these woody perennials and others like them-back by 1/3-1/2 
just above a node to keep them from getting too woody and leggy. 
Salvia Greggii, , Mexican Oregano, Russian Sage etc. 
* Cut back Powis Castle Artemisia and Pink Skullcap by 2/3 

*These Perennials die back to the ground each year but will return. 
Remove the dead part or trim it off at just about 2 " above ground 
level. Example-Turks cap, Mexican Mint Marigold, Mexican Bush 
Sage, Autumn Aster. Creeping Lantana, Most Ornamental Grasses 

Apply a Granular and a Foliar on your program-see Pick Your 
Program 
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***August­
*Cut these plants back to renew them if they are overgrown or tired 
looking Salvia Farinacea ( any variety), Hot Lips Salvia, Mexican 
Oregano, Salvia Greggii etc. 
* Deadhead and cut back roses if they need it­
* Specialty feed roses with purple bag Humalfa or rabbit manure­
top dress with 1 inch on the drip line 
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***September 
*Continue to check your summer bloomers and roses and deadhead 
them or if woody and you didn't cut them back in August- cut back. 

*Trim your Rosemary again to make it bloom 

*Apply a Foliar on your program- [see the Pick Your Program 
sheet] 

***October - November 
* Apply [Powdered] Com Gluten Meal [20 lbs per 1000 sq feet] to 
your lawn and bed area to control broadleaf weeds­
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*Plant Cool Season Annuals 
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*Apply a Granular and a Foliar on your program. [See the PicK Your 
Program sheet] 

***December­
*Happy Holidays- Feed The Birds-Leave their habitat 
for cover and Spring Nesting 
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
